Happiness is being a nation under God (Psalm 33:12).
No nation can find true prosperity, peace, and success
unl ess it l'ives and rul efs
beatitude would be the only one of the eight that
admonishes a community. This congratulation hints at

i nherit the earthese(Matthe
Happiness is trusting in the Lord Psalm (40:4). Life can
be miserable unless one is living by faith in God. He wh
puts his confidence in anything in this world is headec
for a tragic disappointment. God gives us stability, anc
through His stability we find peace.
Happiness is considering the weak (Psalm 41:1). One
cannot find the peace of God unless he is treating others

right. This beatitude has to do with a heart of
compassion. It is a bl essi|in
beatitude: &Blessed are the

mercyese (Matthew 5: 7).
When these beatitudes are combined, we have |a
beautiful picture of how a godly person is to live. Having
this |Iifestyle not only bjr
will; but it also guides one into the good life of
prosperity, peace, and happiness.

Joy is always a consequence, never a conquest: it is the
fruit, not the root.

In prayer, praise God for showing us the way to trug
happiness in this life.
