         “For such is God, our God forever an ever; He will guide us 

until death” (Psalm 48:14). 

        “ It is a trustworthy statement: for if we died with Him, we

     What kind of nature does God have? He is full of lov-

ingkindness. Psalm 48:14 looks at this side of God’s 

character from the standpoint of his leadership of 

those who trust in Him. How does he walk with His 

people? 

     God takes us up. This part of the promise is an               

implication. When we are down an out, He pulls  us up 

and takes us on as his personal project. We come to 

Him in faith and obedience, and God adopts us as His 

children of grace. He says, “ As long as you follow Me 

with love and devotion, I will be responsible for you. I 

will see that you have all that you need to do My 

will” (see Matthew 6:33). 

  He continually guides us. The verb that is used sug-

gests continuation. The idea is “I will be among you, 

constantly guiding  you.” God Himself, with His Word 

and His  fellowship, will be our compass. 

   He promises to be with us until the end. The word 

“death” is in the text, and it points to the end of our 

journey here. The  promise is that God will be with us 

until we have gone through the wilderness of this world 

and made our exit into His presence. God will stay with 

us until the journey is    completed and we have safely 

arrived in his celestial house. 

    He is the eternal God. He will never drift into 

someone’s life and give a momentary push and then 

disappear. He comes in to stay—- to take us up, to 

guide us by walking   beside us, and to see that we have 

made it safely to His side in His Golden City of eternal 

life. 

 

God through His Son has saved us, and God through His Son will 

keep us saved if we hold on to Him. He who has begun a redeem-

ing work in us will complete it to His glory. 

        In prayer, praise God for saving us and keeping us saved.
